As of December 18", 2019, the PVS team
had screened 1511 children with 275 referrals.
And we still have a full schedule for January
2020! There are 7 elementary schools, the F.B.
Gwynn Ctr., and 2 private childcare centers still
on the list to do, so the team members still have
many miles to drive and children to screen.
Inclement weather is often a big scheduling issue
in January, so hopefully the snow will hold off
until February.

The screening numbers are higher than last
year due to increased enrollment in the schools
and opening of the new Billingsley Elementary
School. If any Lion has an occasional day during
the week that they can help, contact Lion Carolyn
Rogers (301-934-3157) and she will arrange
training on the cameras and put you on the
schedule. The Chas. Co. Public Schools also
requires a brief background clearance that is done
online. We really can use the help!

The Damascus Lions club has been
collecting used eyeglasses from the community for well
over 40 years and has been using these eyeglasses as an
important part of its mission to assist needy people with
refurbished eyeglasses.

An integral part of the eyeglass collection process is an
old US Post Office box that was acquired by the club
many decades ago. The Post Office box had been
painted in Lions Club Yellow and Purple and had sat
outside the Damascus Volunteer Fire Station for decades
providing a prominent and convenient location for people
to donate their used and unwanted eyeglasses.

In recent years, however, the eyeglass collection box had
begun to show its age. The hinge on the deposit flap had
rusted out as had the front door hinge. The floor of the
box had also rusted and there were several rust holes on
the front door. The box had become unusable.

The chairman of the Damascus Lions used eye glass and
hearing air collection, Lion Del Mayhew, approached
Lion Tony Barry in March 2019 to discuss the possibility
of repairing the box. Shortly after the discussion lion
Tony transported the box from the Damascus Fire Station
to his workshop and began the repairs. The box was
disassembled and sandblasted down to bare metal. The
rust holes in the floor and door and other areas were
repaired and new hinges were installed in the deposit flap
and on the front door. The entire box was primed and
painted using John Deere yellow and the box was
accented with Lions Club Purple.

Once the repairs were made and the painting was
complete, Lion Tony brought the box to Dovetail Signs,
Printing and Woodworking to have the Lions decals and
lettering installed on the box. Dovetail has always been a
generous partner to the Damascus Lions club and they
did an excellent job with the lettering. Pat XXX of
Dovetail pointed out that they had done the lettering on
the box the first time which they estimated was sometime
in the 1980’s.

Lion Tony returned the refurbished eyeglass box to its
place outside the Damascus Fire station in November
2019. We all hope the box provides another 40 years of
service to the Damascus Lions club and the Damascus
community.

Lions Club and St. Mary’s Ryken Give Gifts to
Almost 50 Families

(from the Bay Net, Southern Maryland newsletter)

Leonardtown, MD - December 22, 2019 - In just a
few days, it will be Christmas morning; the family will
wake up, gather around the tree, and tear into their new
presents. At least that is what many families will do.

But the unfortunate reality is that there are families
across the country who will be struggling just to keep
the heat on this December, let alone giving their
children the Christmas morning that they wish they
could.

While St. Mary’s County is no exception to this
situation, the county also has people who are willing to
make sacrifices to spread Christmas cheer. The
Leonardtown Lions Club and St. Mary’s Ryken
High School (SMR) have been teaming up for about
10 years to provide Christmas presents to local
impoverished families through a program they call
“Christmas Caring.”

First, we contact Human Resources in Leonardtown,
and we ask for families all around St. Mary's County,”
the Lions Club program organizer Theresa Fincham
explained. “[The Lions Club] asked this year for 19
families and we got 19 families and | believe that was
35 children... and what we do is I get the [children’s]
names and | put them on tags and the Leonardtown



Ace Hardware has their tree display and they let us put
our tags on their tree.

Usually before I put the names on the tree, our
Leonardtown Lions pick out names first... then we put
the leftovers on the tree and we put up a sign saying
what day that the people need to bring them back.”

SMR’s process for collecting gifts could be described
as similar, but on a bigger scale. Luke Young, the
school’s program coordinator and a theology
instructor, explained how the school’s philanthropic
reach helped them to gather gifts for 28 families.

“I figure out how many advisors [also known as
homerooms] we have, and | [place] one child, not
family, but one child per advisor,” Young said. “Each
student brings in five bucks and we facilitate it in
Student Council. Some advisors do better than others
so we distribute the money to make sure that all things
are equal. Then | put out an email and we get lots of
other people from administration and faculty and staff
members who adopt a child as well.”

Once all of the gifts have been collected, they are kept
in one building at the St. Mary’s County Fairgrounds
in Leonardtown until the day of distribution, Dec. 21.
And on that brisk Saturday morning, students and
Lions Club members gathered to load up bundles of
presents into over 10 vehicles that would prepare to
spread some extra Christmas joy across the county.

“The families are so appreciative and we don't mind
taking the time out for doing this,” Fincham said. “I’'m
just happy to see everybody getting something and
when we call them and tell them we have their names
and that we're bringing them gifts... they’re like, ‘Oh,
wow, thank you so much for doing this for our
family.””

However, the impact that the gifts have on the families
appears to fall short of how impacted those making the
deliveries are affected. Young says that some students
have been so impacted in the past, that they have
continued to help with the distribution process through
multiple years.

“They all realize that it's bigger than them,” Young
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said. “We talk about in the Catholic Church, mercy.
And it's important for [our students] to actually show
mercy, and yes it costs them, but it does impact them
and it opens them up to something that's greater than
themselves.”

But the SMR students volunteering to make deliveries
were not the only ones impacted. St. Mary’s County
Commissioner President and Leonardtown Lions Club
member, Randy Guy, spoke very candidly about the
event and the impact that it has had on him in the past.

“To go out and see how some of the people live in our
community, what they don't have, and to be able to
deliver a good Christmas for their children,” Guy
explained. “It’s probably the most touching thing
[about] my Christmas.”

“When you're there, praying with a family that you've
just met, and wishing each other well on Christmas,”
Young said. “It impacts you in the soul.”
