Clubs that had net membership losses the previous two years, but
attain a “zero” net loss in the program year ending June 30, also receive the award.

Hearing Research Foundation

. A child born deaf cannot learn easily because he cannot hear anything to imi-
tate. It is definitely harder for the deaf to grasp concrete facts, much less pon-
der on the abstract. Unfortunately there are more Americans with a hearing impairment than
there are with heart disease, kidney disease, cancer, Multiple Sclerosis, venereal disease, TB and
blindness combined. Yet, hearing disease is America’s least recognized affliction. Only through
research can we eliminate hearing disease. Since it was created by the 1978-1979 State Council,
the PA Hearing Foundation has awarded over $1.5 million dollars in grants for research. District
14-W members appointed to the board are Lion Rich Kilvitis and Lion Terry Milligan. Grant
proposals are submitted to the foundation and reviewed by the Medical Advisory Board consist-
ing of three out-of-state hearing professionals and eleven in-state professionals. Using the cri-
tique submitted by them the final decision is made on which proposals are funded and in what

amount.
