OFFICIAL MINUTES OF THIRD CABINET MEETING

February 19, 2012
District 14-W Lions Club International

Castle Inn, Dallas, Pennsylvania
1. Call to order - Region 3 Zone B Chair, Lion Atty. David Lipka (Lake Silkworth) called the meeting to order.

a. Pledge of Allegiance and one verse of America led by Lion Steve Brezna (Twin Boro Lions)

b. Invocation was offered by PDG Robert Milligan (Plains)

c. Lions Toast was led by VDG Dennis Cook.

2. Protocol - Region 3 Zone B Chair, Lion Atty. David Lipka (Lake Silkworth) established protocol and introduced the head table.

3. Peace Poster Awards and Winners – Lion Judge Fred Pierantoni, Chairman of the Peace Poster Contest, announced that this year’s theme was “Children Know Peace” and introduced the third place winner of the District 14-W Contest, Kayla Hogan, sponsored by the Jenkins Twp. Lions, from the Pittston Area Middle School.  Second place winner was Kara Johnson from the Crestwood Middle School, sponsored by JLW Mountain Laurel Lions. First place winner was Samantha Pontier from the Pittston Area Middle School, sponsored by Hughestown Lions.  DG Marylin Tosh presented awards to the three Peace Poster entrants and thanked all participating clubs and students for sharing Lionism. 
4. Roll Call - Cabinet Secretary Terry Milligan (JLW Mountain Laurel Lions) requested a motion that the sign-in sheets be used as the Official Roll Call.  Motion was made by Lion Steve Brezna (Twin Boro) and seconded by Lion Dorothy Faymore (Wilkes BarreTwp). Motion Carried.

5. Approval of Minutes - Cabinet Secretary Terry Milligan requested a motion that the cabinet minutes be entered as the Official Minutes.  Motion was made by IPDG Eileen Yurish (JLW Mountain Laurel) seconded by Lion Harry Besecker (Hanover Twp.). Motion Carried.

6. 5. Treasurer’s Report - Cabinet Treasurer PDG Ron Filippini (Plains Lions) gave the Treasurer’s Report. The Balance for the Fair Share Fund and the Administrative Fund were as follows: 

a. Fair Share Fund Balance for the period July 1, 2011 through February 18, 2012 was $14,628.18.  A motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report of the Fair Share Balance for this period was made by PDG Pete Duda (Wilkes Barre Twp.) and seconded by Lion Elsie Belmont (JLW Mountain Laurel).  Motion Carried.

b. Administrative Fund Balance for the period July 1, 2011 through February 18, 2012 was $7,345.39. A motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report of the Administrative Account Balance was made by Lion Marina Martin (Wilkes Barre) and seconded by Lion Betty Dantone (Jenkins Twp.). Motion Carried. PDG Ron stated that the reason there is a balance in the Flood Grant Fund is the $10,000.00 brought in by LCIF was used up, and then there were more donations received after the grant give away.
7. Approval of Bills for Payment - Cabinet treasurer PDG Ron Filippini requested permission for payment of today’s Cabinet Meeting. Motion to accept was made by Lion Kelvin Swanger (Lake Silkworth) and seconded by Lion Steve Brezna (Twin Boro). Motion Carried.

8. Correspondence – Secretary Theresa Milligan announced that there is no correspondence at this time.

9. Remarks
a. PIP Joe Wroblewski stated this is the first time he has been around for a district meeting and was able to see DG Mimi in action; he congratulated DG Mimi on her office and said her father would be proud of her.  He commented on the treasurer’s report and said PDG Ron has been around forever and he does a good job. He will be at the United Nations in March at UN Day for the Peace Poster Contest and is so happy to see so many young people involved in this contest. President Tam will be the main speaker at this event and women as Leaders in Lions is one of his projects.  He has put together a special committee on the Board of Directors composed of women who are traveling around the world and working with women in Lions and we are getting more women as directors and it won’t be too long before we expect to see a woman candidate for Vice President of Lions International.  We are coming on our 100th anniversary and that will be in Chicago in 2017 and that may be a potential time to see a woman candidate.  President Tam is now leading in membership and as of Friday there are 30 new members this year in the district and the board is now reviewing the original 1250 as a necessity for a district to nominate a director candidate for LCIF.  It’s possible that they may change that in the future.  President Tam’s Green Program to plant a million trees in this year is now approaching 8 million and we are not yet into our main planting season and I expect to see a tremendous amount of trees planted and that number will probably reach 10 million before the year is over.  President Tam is also meeting with the presidents of all clubs wherever he travels and is extremely successful in promoting extension and membership and the policy is catching on and membership is increasing all over the world.  I spoke with President Tam on the phone this past week and it has been an outstanding year for him and he hopes to see you all in Gettysburg in May at the State Convention.
b. IPDG Eileen Yurish announced that VDG Dennis Cook of the Kingston Lions and  he also received a patch for their banner and Elsie Belmont of the JLW Mountain Laurel Lions received the 100% President’s Excellence Award and 100% Secretaries Awards were presented to Terry Milligan, JLW Mountain Laurel Lions, Mickie Stella – Wilkes Barre Lions, Rose Ann Linko – Dupont Lions, Betty Dantone – Jenkins Twp. Lions, PDG Pete Duda – Wilkes Barre Twp. Lions, Lee Sikora – Lake Silkworth Lions, Steve Brezna – Twin Boro Lions, and Rich Kilvitis – Avoca Lions. Thank you for all you have done for Lions and your clubs and congratulations to all of you.
c. VDG Dennis Cook mentioned that the UN Day was on his agenda also and it is a great program and you will make some new friends if you go and also meet a lot of new people in Lions. I have a friend from Nigeria who I met through Lions and we will meet up and spend some time together.  I would also like to mention the district convention on April 20 and 21 and hope to see you there.  I put in my letter of intent for District Governor today with DG Mimi and District Secretary Terry and I want to mention that I will be looking for votes.  Also, I would like to say that I believe in the Constitution and By-Laws and I will follow them to the best of my ability, I may not agree with all of them but they are there for a reason and they are important.  There are many cabinet positions open and I need to fill them and if you are interested in any particular field let me know and we can work together. 
d. DG Mimi Tosh has been asking for a $2.00 donation for her pins and in her travels has been asked for her pin and always mentions the $2.00 donation for Beacon Lodge.  Right now she has collected $140.00 and is possibly going to order a brick and will put my name on it and also District 14-W Lions.

10. LCIF Paul Rose – Grant Final Report – I received correspondence from Michelle Morales, Regional Program Specialist of LCIF stating she reviewed the Emergency Grant Final Report and thanked DG Tosh for her presentation about what District 14-W did to help the flood victims.  She liked the pictures, and the labels that were placed on the items to the Red Cross were great.  In correspondence received from Sid L. Scruggs, LCIF Chairperson, Board of Trustees, he noted acknowledgement of receipt of the final report on the emergency grant made to District 14-W for disaster relief.  He stated that he was pleased to read of the excellent results of this project and commend those Lions who were involved in providing this very necessary and vital service to our community.
11. LOPF PDG Pete Duda – We had a board meeting on January 28 and one of the things discussed was that there is grant money that can be applied for and if you want to apply see me and I will help you with the paperwork, because the money will be going fast.  The continuing membership pins are available that are the rockers, so please see me to get yours.  One of the other things I would like to add is there is a new award called the Club Recognition Award and is available to club members and if you get a PA Foundation Award or a PIP Wroblewski Award they are including this award with it.
12. District Convention – DG Mimi reported that the District Convention will start Friday April 20 with registration from 3 to 6 pm as well as the Basket Raffle again this year with Roseanne Linko as chair of this project and she will be setting up early to accept donations of baskets, please let her know in advance that you will be bringing one.  Friday Night will again feature our Presidents and Secretaries Awards with a 60’s theme and entertainment will be by TNT and also a pool party for the Leos.  Saturday the convention start with breakfast in the Hospitality Room sponsored by the Kingston Lions Club and there will be presentation with ID Sheehan at 10:00 am about his role as an International Director and his wife Lori will answer questions as well.  Lunch will follow in the Hospitality Room and The Necrology Service starts at 1:00 pm and business meeting and voting at 2:00 pm.  Banquet starts at 5:30 pm in the Banquet Hall with ID Sheehan as guest speaker and again the hospitality room will be open following to wind down the weekend festivities.  
13. State Convention – IPDG Eileen Yurish stated the 89th State Convention will be held at the Wyndham Gettysburg Hotel from Thursday May 17th to Sunday May 29th, 2012.  Highlights of the many convention activities include informal seminars, state council meetings, general business session, fantastic speakers and tours.  Performances by our PA Lions All State Band and of course good hospitality provided by District C.  LCID President Wing-Kun Tam of Hong Kong China will be our special guest. President Tam has traveled the world conducting President Meets President Meetings.  His wish is to meet club presidents, listen to them, learn from them, and hear their needs to make service easier.  President Tam’s meeting is scheduled for Saturday morning May 19th and he will also be the featured speaker at the International Banquet Saturday Night.  Friday’s luncheon will be a treat for all of us, our own PIP Joe Wroblewski will be the featured speaker, the Annual Necrology Service on Friday evening honoring our deceased Lions, Lioness and Leos who passed the previous year, and of course entertainment and hospitality provided by District 14-C.  Presenter Terry Goodman of New Hampshire will present two workshops entitled “What’s Wrong With this club and How Do I Fix It” and “Everything I Know About Lions I Learned at the Zoo”.  Also, Donna Gatlin (Sister of the Gatlin Brothers) will present her keynote presentation Saturday afternoon titled “Tune Up Your Life”.  Room rates are $120.00 per night and deadline for reservations is April 9th.
14. Beacon Lodge - PDG Bob Milligan reported that Beacon Lodge has a new coordinator who was office manager for the last six years and will be at the camp during camping season and she lives within several miles of camp during the off season.  Beacon Lodge is still in need of funding and we are stressing the 500 club.  The sewage treatment plant is in need of repairs and the proceeds from the 500 Club would be used for this purpose.  Beacon Lodge Camp appreciates
15. Constitution and By Laws – DG Mimi stated that there are five proposed changes that are being brought to light by VDG Dennis Cook and according to Article V11 of the By Laws they must be proposed in order to be brought to a vote at the District Convention.  Only members of the Cabinet may vote at this time and this includes according to Article IV of the By Laws the District Governor, Vice District Governor, Region and Zone Chairpersons, Cabinet Secretary, Cabinet Treasurer, Liaison Officer, Parliamentarian, Chaplain, and the District Committee Chairpersons as recommended by International.  When we vote, if the point is agreed upon it will then be given to the Constitution and By Laws Committee to be placed on the ballot at the convention to be voted upon.  If we do not vote to put it on the ballot it will be dropped.
1. Article VI Section 1A District Per Capita - To provide revenue to defray the administrative expenses of the District, and revenue to defray the expenses of the District Convention and Multiple District Convention expenses, an annual per capita tax is levied upon each member of each club as follows: fifty cents ($.50) for the District administrative fund and thirty cents ($.30) for the District and Multi District Convention Funds.  The per capita will be levied upon each member of each club on two (2) semi annual payments; forty cents ($.40) July 10th annually to cover the semi annual period July 1 through December 31 and forty cents ($.40) per club member on January 10th annually to cover the semi annual period January 1 to June 30.  Billings shall be based upon the roster of each club on the first day of July and January respectively.  The per capita is to be paid to the Cabinet Secretary or Treasurer, by each club.  Newly chartered clubs and reorganized clubs shall pay the per capita on a pro rated basis from the first day of the second month following the date of their organizing.  Per capita tax shall be disbursed upon approval of the District Governor.  These disbursements shall be made by check drawn and signed by the Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer and counter signed by the District Governor.  Administrative Fund...$.50 annually – District and Multiple District Convention..$.30 annually      Reason- The administrative cost of billing and postage for the district and the club accounts for as much as 50% of the funds collected.  The changes of dues at the state level are increasing the district administrative fund by $1.50 per member.  This is no longer needed.  DG Mimi stated that right now it is a moot point due to the fact that the International Dues are going up, but the State has not decided to raise the dues as yet.  I feel it is not necessary to make this decision.  SDG Dennis stated that according to the Constitution and By Laws there will be a District Budget next year proving that we don’t need this money and another point is last year the newsletter was costing $125.00 per month and this year that cost has dropped to $38.00.  This proves that that money will not be needed.  PDG Ron stated that at this time we may need that money as starting capital for the year and as the state has not yet made a decision on the increase in dues we should wait until next year to make a decision.  The cabinet will be voting on this and if anyone else has any other observations please state them now.  There being none DG Mimi took a vote by a show of hands and the vote was only to have this topic to be put on the ballot and not for any change at this time.  The count was 7 to be put on the ballot and 3 no votes.  This issue will be put on the ballot.
2. Article VII District Convention Fund – 
1. Section 1: The provisions outlined in District Dues Article VI, District and State per capita dues in the District 14-W Constitution mandates that thirty cents ($.30) of 14-W per capita dues collected be used to defray some of the costs of the District 14-W Convention. 

2. Section 2: The District Per Capita dues are collected in two payments semi annually. Fifteen cents ($.15) per club member on July 10th to cover the period July 1 to December 31 and fifteen cents ($.15) per club member on January 10 to cover the period January 1 to June 30.

3. Section 3: The per capita collected for the Convention Fund shall be retained and used only in payment of Convention Expenses.   Reason – This will not be necessary if we get rid of the first proposed article.
This also has to do with the dues and they will go hand in hand, if we voted yes for the first article the second article would also be yes to put it on the ballot. Vote was 7 for this issue to be put on the ballot and 3 against.
3. Article XII Rules of Audit – 

Section 1: The District Governor shall provide for the audit of books and accounts.  A committee of three (3) members shall be appointed to conduct the audit of all records and property, pass book, record of payments, record of purchase and expenses, etc., from the Counselors Association. These records shall be furnished by the out going District Governor and given to the Audit Committee.  The Audit shall be completed within ninety days after expiration of the District Governor’s tenure of Office, June 30th. Reason – the phrase from the Counselors Association should be dropped, we should use the best members for this, not only PDGs.  We have many members with audit experience or math degrees that are not PDGs and should not be excluded from the experience.  

DG Mimi feels that should this phrase be dropped the phrase should be added that it must be a Lion in order that it would be someone who understands the workings of the Lions Organization and not be audited by someone outside of the Lions Organization.  PDG Ron stated he feels that this is not a good choice because the District Governor is choosing his auditors, but VDG Dennis stated that this is wrong.  The seated District Governor picks the auditors for the books of the previous year and not their own books, and the fact that the most active District Governors are usually the most recent.  In the situation that we now have with five (5) years of books to be audited, who is actually qualified to audit the books?  My point of view is some of these people may actually be auditing their own books.  Voting to place this issue on the ballot were 5 votes for this issue, 2 against and 3 abstentions.
4. Article VIII Lions Clubs International Foundation Melvin Jones Fellowship
Section 3: The District 14-W Governor shall issue a Melvin Jones Fellowship to the immediate Past District Governor, 14-W no matter how many terms he/she served or Melvin Jones Fellowship he or she previously received.  The exception, however, is the Immediate Past District Governor shall not be eligible if he or she purchased a Melvin Jones for himself/herself during the term he/she was serving as District Governor, from the undesignated funds received as contributions to LCIF from the Lions Clubs, if enough Fair Share funds are available. (Audit and Finance).
Section 5: When the District Governor receives contributions from the Lions Clubs for LCIF and these are not designated to be used to purchase a Melvin Jones Award the District Governor may use the funds contributions to purchase a Melvin Jones Award for the immediate Past District Governor.

Reason: There should not be any automatic awards in Lions, this devalues this award. The seated District Governor has the ability to recognize members on merit, it SHOULD NOT be based on the title without recourse.  There are life members without any awards.  DG Mimi feels that this is not how she feels about this.  If you accept the job you accept the work and this is just a way of recognizing the position and all the work that it entails.  Most clubs have the opportunity to recognize members within their club in the same way.  Voting to put this issue on the ballot for vote was 6 for, 3 against, and 1 abstention.  This issue will be placed on the ballot.
5. Article X Lions of Pennsylvania Foundation Award

Section 3: The district shall issue to LOPF Foundation Award to the First Vice District Governor upon the First Vice District Governor’s completion of their term, if Fair Share Funds are available.
Reason:  There should not be any automatic awards in Lions, this devalues this award.  The seated District Governor has the ability to recognize members on merit, it SHOULD NOT be based on title without recourse.  There are life members without any awards.  

Discussion by DG Mimi stated that it is just a way of recognizing the person for the work that they are putting into the position.  VDG Dennis stated that this award should not be automatic.  Lion Rich Kilvitis stated that there has been so much going on in the area in the past several years, not just in Lions, and people who were looked up to were not all that you thought they were.  He brought up the point that if you do the job you are going to get the award anyway, because you will be recognized for your efforts.  PDG Ron stated that the danger of doing this would be that there will be personality conflicts and as the District Governor stated that you put in your time and you are entitled to those awards.  If there is a personality conflict you may not receive that award.  Voting to place the LOPF Issue on the ballot was 5 for the issue, 3 against, and 2 abstentions.   
DG Mimi stated that all issues will be placed on the ballot at the Convention and please urge you member delegates to come out and vote.

17. New Business - Letter of intent was received from VDG Dennis Cook, letter from Kingston Lions Club supporting and endorsing VDG Dennis for the office District Governor and letter from Leader Dogs for the Blind.
