License to Serve

If you are a regular reader of this article, you may have noticed that the
quote at the beginning is always tied in to the article itself. Having said
that, you have no idea how hard it is to find a quote about licenses or li-
censing that does not lead down either the path of governmental tyranny,
or all of the scary, but oh so humorous, results of your teenager getting a
license to drive. So, this quote may be a bit of a stretch, but still gets to
the heart of it.

As has been told in this article repeatedly, there are a lot of simple ways to
help the Foundation in its efforts to support the Oklahoma Lions Boys
Ranch and the Oklahoma Lions Eye Bank. As a refresher, some of those
ways are to participate in the state-wide fundraisers, Cowboy Cadillac in
the fall, and White Cane (which is gearing up right now). You can also
participate in Building the Foundation, either by sending in a check month-
ly, quarterly, semi-annually, or annually, or by participating via automatic
withdrawal. Currently, less than 10% of the Lions in the state are involved
in this; we could certainly use more participation!

One way of helping that has not been discussed is the License Plate pro-
gram. Did you know that you can get a Lions License Plate? For only $38
(or $36.50 for a renewal), you can proudly display your ties to the greatest
service organization in the world. Better yet, $10 of that will come to the
Oklahoma Lions Service Foundation to help in our efforts to support the
Eye Bank and the Boys Ranch. You even have the option of personalizing
your tag for no added expense. [f creativity is not your strong suit, maybe
these actual plates will help get you in the right frame of mind: URNZVAY
(on a Mercedes in Oklahoma); (HIOFFCR) on a Pontiac in Oklahoma;
NOT OJ (on a White Bronco in Washington); 88 MPH (on a DelLorean in
Connecticut), and any form of MIDLIF, MIDLYF, etc. on any sports car
anywhere.

Whether you decide to get creative or not, getting the tag is easy. You can
do it all online. Just go to the Oklahoma Tax Commission webpage
(oktax.state.ok.us) and click on the “Special Plates” link under the “Quick
Clicks” section. Click on the “Special Interest” heading, and find the link
for the Lions Club. Or, you can make it really simple and go the OLSF
webpage (oklionsfoundation.org) and go to the “Other Ways to Help” page.
Either way, you can download the file and instructions on how to order
your plate. If you are not a fan of ordering online, you can check with your
local tag agency about ordering a tag as well.

This is a very simple way to help support our State Projects. Imagine if
even half of the Lions in the state got Lions tags! That would be over
$20,000 in annual revenue! If all of the Lions would hop on board, we
would have over $45,000 in annual revenue! Think about what that would
mean to the Boys Ranch or the Eye Bank. You do not even need to leave
the comfort of your home to make it happen. As an added bonus, think
about all of the visibility 4,500 Lions license plates would bring to our clubs
and our causes! How much might this visibility help your club in recruit-

ment and fundraising? Please consider jumping on board, and getting
license to say “We Serve!”
