Lions care & sock it to you

What a year LCIF has had so far. In late 
September 2024, families were plunged 
into darkness when Hurricane Helene tore 
through the southeastern United States. 
This storm was the deadliest to strike the 
U.S. mainland since Hurricane Katrina 
in 2005, causing severe destruction and 
heartbreak. 

Knowing these victims had a long and 
painful road to recovery ahead of them, 
LCIF approved 14 grants totaling $380,000 
in response to Hurricane Helene. This in-
cludes 12 Emergency Grants of $15,000 
each across Florida, Georgia, North Car-
olina, South Carolina, and Tennessee, plus 
two Major Catastrophe Grants of $100,000 
each awarded to North Carolina and Flor-
ida. These grants helped Lions provide 
things like water, food, cleaning supplies, 
toiletries, flashlights, and linens. 

The essential supplies and physical as-
sistance go a long way in rebuilding the 
community, but for many, emotional sup-
port can be just as effective. District 35-I 
District Governor Patty Jean Strong says, 
“It’s not just about the material goods be-
cause those things are transient. They need 
humanity and empathy, and that’s what we 
LIONS give.”

Several destructive wildfires that swept 
through the Los Angeles area of Califor-
nia are devastating entire communities. 
More than 28 people have died, and more 
than 180,000 people have been evacuated. 
The fires have burned over 50,000 acres 
and destroyed more than 16,000 struc-
tures, including homes, displacing count-
less families. 

When a humanitarian crisis of this mag-
nitude strikes, we, as Lions, are ready to 
help. Right beside us is Lions Clubs In-
ternational Foundation (LCIF), our glob-
al foundation. LCIF is mobilizing funds, 
including two Emergency Grants awarded 
and disbursed for $15,000 each for imme-
diate relief supplies and a $100,000 Major 
Catastrophe Grant, to empower Lions in 
California to help their communities re-
cover. Lions in California continue to de-
velop plans. 

These are two examples of what and 
where your donations can assist those 
struggling with these disasters. We can no 
longer say, “All of our donations go over-
seas.” $510,000 has gone to the east coast 
and west coast of the CA 1. It is also why 
we fundraise! 

Want to be part of the cool group? For 
a $10 donation, your LCIF Coordinators 
will award you an “I Love LCIF pin.” 
Have your membership number ready so 
we can credit your account towards a Mel-
vin Jones Fellowship. See your LCIF Dis-
trict Coordinator.

PID Doug Lozier 
and Foundation President Kathy Lozier 
prepared two delicious meat entrees and 
trustees provided the sides, salads and 
desserts.

State Fair gate captains and their spous-
es and friends were the guests of honor at 
the luncheon and were invited to provide 
their suggestions on how to make our an-
nual manning of State Fair entry gates an 
even better experience for them and our 
volunteers. PDG Don Cooper unveiled 
the 2025 State Fair volunteer pin, which 

he designed. This pin is spectacular and 
will be a much sought-after souvenir item 
next year!

Prior to the luncheon, the trustees met 
to review various committee reports 
including our financial health, which 
remains very solid. PCC Sue Topf is 
accepting applications from those with 
State Fair credits for the purpose of re-
ceiving a $200 unrestricted grant to any 
club, any of the five state projects, LCIF 
or the Indiana Lions Foundation. A min-
imum of 10 credits is required for these 
unrestricted grants.

The Foundation approved four match-
ing grants:

• The Williamsburg club will receive 
$1,000 towards a $2,000 project for the 
purchase of books for every student at a 
local elementary school.

• The Worthington club will receive a 
$1,000 grant toward a $9,100 project to 
place memorial wreaths on the graves of 
over 600 veterans in their local cemetery.

• The Sullivan County club will receive 
a $1,000 grant towards the funding of a 
$7,700 dyslexia training initiative for 
teachers in Sullivan County elementary 
schools.

• The Whiting club will receive a 
$1,000 grant towards a $6,168 storywalk 
project in the Whiting city park.

As a quick reminder, re-
quirements for a Club Ex-
cellence Award are:

Membership
• New Lions (two new 

Lions or 10 percent growth 
whichever is greater) or 
Chartered a new Lions Club

Service
• A new service project
• List three service activ-

ities your club participated 
in and reported to Lions In-
ternational

LCIF
• Contributed to LCIF 

an amount greater than or 
equal to the club’s member-
ship total multiplied by $10.

Leadership & 
Organizational Excellence

• Club is in Good Stand-
ing: Not in Status Quo 
or Financial Suspension. 
District dues paid and no 
unpaid balance with Lions 
International greater than 
$50 outstanding 90 days or 
more.

• Key officers participate 
in club officer training

Marketing
• Club has publicized its 

service activities through 
local media or social media.

• Completed applica-
tions are due by Aug. 
31, 2025. Send to club-
excellenceaward@lions-
clubs.org.

There is also a 5-star club 
excellence award that can 
be earned by:

• Achieving the Club Ex-
cellence Award

• Membership increase 
of 20 percent (minimum 
of five members for small 
clubs)

• Minimum $20 per 
member donation to LCIF 
or $1,000 whichever is less

• Annual service and 
membership report submit-
ted

Application forms should 
be completed and verified 
by your District Governor 
and sent to LCI prior to the 
deadline. There’s plenty 
of time to accomplish the 
requirements prior to our 
Indiana State Convention. 
Let’s all strive to achieve 
Club Excellence and Make 
our Mark!

Time to “Level Up”
No, I’m not a hipster; 

there’s another word with 
negative connotations that 
applies that ends in “er” but 
we’re not going there. Not 
the point. 

How many times have 
you been asked to “level 
up” lately? I know that just 
about every time I go to any 
sort of Lions convention or 
training, I end up “leveling 
up” my LCIF contribu-
tion. The point I’m trying 
to make here is that we 
all need to “level up” our 
clubs. Do you have any idea 

how big the impact would 
be if we “leveled up” our 
clubs to the next multiple of 
five Lions?

The Guiding Lion Pro-
gram is designed to assist 
clubs that are newly char-
tered, established, or re-
building. Guiding Lions 
are assigned for a two-year 
term by the district gover-
nor in consultation with the 
sponsoring or established 
club president. Guiding Li-
ons are limited to serving 
no more than two new clubs 
at any point in time.

Guiding Lions assist a 
club to: 

• Be successful in its first 
two years of operation 

• Orient and train club of-
ficers and members 

• Motivate and support 
club growth and develop-
ment

• Locate resources avail-
able to assist the club

July: We operate a food 
stand at the eight-day-long 
Owen County 4-H Fair, fea-
turing a four-ounce fish pat-
ty, fries, hot dogs, and fried 
cheeses.

Spencer Lions help with 
the Health Department’s 
“Beach Bash.” (It helps that 
the public health nurse, San-
dy Miller, is also a Lion!) 
This event provides free 
haircuts, immunizations, 
clothes, socks, toiletries, 
laundry supplies, toys, 
books, and community in-
formation/help from vari-
ous organizations. We offer 
backpacks for kids to stuff 
all sorts of goodies into.

We end our Summer 
Food Service Program the 
last Friday in July since 
school begins early August 
and the children will have 
hot lunches available at 
school. We averaged 185 
lunches per day, Monday 
through Friday during the 
last two weeks of May, all 
month June and July.

August: We supply dic-
tionaries, bookmarks and 
backpacks to all third-grade 
students in our four elemen-
tary schools (approximately 
200 students). Lion Anton 
Neff gives a wonderful 
testimony about the impor-
tance of a dictionary as he 
immigrated to the USA as a 
child and learned English. 
He and PCC Jim Query, 
who learned Spanish, ex-
plain the importance of lan-
guage.

September: We have 
sponsored the Apple Butter 
Festival the third weekend 
of September for almost 50 
years. It was originally or-
ganized to promote the busi-
nesses around the town’s 
square and draws thousands 
to the two-day festival. With 
almost 150 booths/sellers it 
takes a lot of organization 
on Lion Tyler Hammond’s 
part. PCC Jim Query and 
Lion Mom (Charlotte) run 

commode races and orga-
nize an hour-long parade 
through the downtown. 2nd 
VDG Tom Schultz takes 
photographs and helps out 
President Marj Schultz at 
the Inflatable Zone, where 
kids can enjoy jumping and 
sliding all day or weekend 
for a set fee. And, all Spen-
cer Lions also sell their fa-
mous apple butter products, 
made by Dillman Farms in 
Bloomington, Ind.

October: This month we 
look forward to Sight Night. 
Lion Anita Kay orders over 
1,200 Trick or Treat bags 
that we distribute to all K-6 
grade students in the county 
elementary schools. Each 
child is then told to come 
to the Spencer Lions Club 
building where we hand out 
candy, toys, and illuminated 
bracelets to keep the chil-
dren safe and collect eye-
glasses to recycle. We also 
assist the local schools with 
eye screenings during this 
month.

November: We usually 
choose a family and supply a 
couple tablesful of groceries 
for the holiday. Lion Linda 
Davis does a marvelous job 
coordinating this event. And 
then we make great plans 
for December!

December: For the past 
75 years, the Spencer Lions 
have made sure that San-
ta is available to greet the 
children the first Saturday 
of December. He would ar-
rive at the courthouse on a 
fire truck and spend hours 
listening to children as they 
whispered wishes into his 
ear. PDG Jim Query spent 
almost 40 years wearing the 
red suit. His favorite story 
was a little girl from Gua-
temala who came with her 
mother from IU to tour the 
“local holiday customs.” 
The mother explained that 
her five-year-old daugh-
ter did not speak English 
so she wouldn’t be able to 
speak to Santa. The mother 
was amazed when Santa be-
gan singing “Jingle Bells” 

in Spanish and invited the 
child over for a visit. The 
child ran to him, crawled 
upon his lap and excitedly 
told him everything in her 
heart! As Santa explained 
to the child that he needed 
to know several languages 
to speak to children around 
the work, the mother 
began crying. 

The red suit is now filled 
by two other Lions, Marcus 
Robison and Rick Donnella. 
Lion Rick has also taken on 
the task of greeting children 
at Spencer Lions’ building 
the first full week after the 
first Saturday arrival. The 
building is gaily decorated 
with lights, snowflakes, a 
lovely tree, and a beautiful 
background in front of a 
comfy chair, where Santa 
sits. He coaxes shy children 
with his belt of jingle bells 
and sings with them. After 
the visit children are given 
a bag of candy, a choice of 
toy, and a book. 

January: We begin mak-
ing plans for our club’s 
elections. We have a cou-
ple members who volunteer 
during the school year with 
a Weekday Religious Ed-
ucation program. We also 
have members who have 
district cabinet positions and 
are also project trustees. We 
also begin planning for our 
Apple Butter Festival.

February: Begin taking 
applications for our three 
high school scholarships 
and set up meetings. Con-
tinue ABF plans. Start tak-
ing tests for Summer Food 
Service Program required 
every year.

March: Scholarship com-
mittee begins examining ap-
plications. Firmer commit-
ments/contracts are made 
for ABF. Club elections 
made and reported. Submit 
SFSP proposed budget re-
quired by Indiana Depart-
ment of Education. Set up 
required training for staff.

April: Attend and work 
Indiana Lions State Con-
vention. Contact finalists 

for Lion’s scholarship for 
dinner with the club and fi-
nal interviews. Make public 
announcements that Sum-
mer Food Service Program 
will begin during summer 
vacation. Contact any agen-
cies wishing to use service 
for necessary information 
and approximate numbers 
of meals required for kids 
and staff.

May: Award three schol-
arships. Buy supplies for 
first week of Summer Food 
Service Program. Stock 
shelves, freezers, and cool-
ers. Arrange milk deliveries 
and milk cooler for storage. 
Lions Linda Davis, Mar-
quetta Spelts, Marj Schul-
tz, PCC Jim and Charlotte 
Query make menus, daily 
paperwork, and weekly and 
monthly reports. Last year 
almost 9,000 meals were 
prepared and served. Lion 
Charlotte has been with the 
program the entire 20-year 
span.

June: Arrangements are 
made for incoming officers’ 
induction ceremony during 
the annual Tail Twister’s 
Party to which family is 
invited. Final arrangements 
are made for the fish stand 
at the pair next month.

We also sponsor Little 
League basketball, football 
baseball and softball pro-
grams. We gave money for 
new uniforms for the mid-
dle school and challenged 
other groups to match our 
donation. We have worked 
concession stands for high 
school football games. 

We have had seven dis-
trict governors (two coun-
cil chairs), various project 
chairs, trustees, cabinet 
secretaries and treasurers, 
and zone chairs from our 
club (with two more district 
governors in line). We’ve 
sponsored circuses, mowed 
cemeteries, and bought eye-
glasses for kids.

We may be small club, 
but we are quite active. 
Who wouldn’t want to be a 
Lion?

Now that ought to catch 
your attention. Let me ex-
plain.

As I have said in the 
past, I enjoy traveling to 
the various Lions clubs 
in the district. That travel 
time gives me time to re-
flect, in this case, on the 
past. I shared this story 
with the Mishawaka Lions 
and now with all of you. It 
goes like this…

After my discharge from 
the Air Force, I returned 
home to Iowa and for a 
period of time worked as 
a farm hand with my good 
friend Loren Erickson. His 
dairy farm is in the Durant, 
Iowa, area. One fine fall 
day while driving a grain 
truck up over I-80, a rab-
bit darted out onto the road 
and we hit it. Looking in 
the mirror we recognized 
the rabbit was hit but not, 
let’s say, smashed. Brakes 
applied and rabbit re-
trieved. In good shape and 
would be good for dinner. 
So, it was.

I’m going with a recipe 
from a cookbook my moth-
er gave me several years 
later titled Warden’s Cook-
book, Iowa Fish & Game 
Officers Association, print-

ed in 1987 by Jumbo Jack’s 
Cookbook Co., Audubon, 
Iowa. The recipe is close to 
what I recall preparing that 
night for a couple of bach-
elors.

Fried Rabbit
• 1 cut-up rabbit
• 1 onion
• 1 carrot
• 1 stalk celery
• 2 Tablespoons of flour
• ½ cup condensed milk
• 1 egg
• ½ box crackers
Soak rabbit in salt water 

in the refrigerator over-
night. (In our case, most of 
the day.)

Simmer in water, to cov-
er rabbit, and containing 
the onion, carrot, and cel-
ery for 30 minutes.

Remove the rabbit and 
drain on paper towel. Mix 
flour, milk and egg togeth-
er. With a rolling pin, roll 
crackers into crumbs. Dip 
rabbit in egg mixture and 
roll well in cracker crumbs. 
Fry until golden brown in 
shortening or oil.

The recipe was provided 
by Conservation Officer 
Bob Mullen, Tama, Iowa.

Serve with fried pota-
toes and a cool beverage. 
Now that brings back some 

memories. Yum.
I’m making more memo-

ries every day traveling to 
see Lions SERVING their 
communities.

So, on your journeys, 
never turn down a gold-
en opportunity to dine on 
some of nature’s delights.

Eyeglass Mission makes 
difference beyond Mexico

While many think of our 
district’s eyeglass missions 
to Mexico when referring 
to our eyeglass recycling 
efforts, we also supply used 
eyeglasses to other groups, 
both here in the U.S. and 
other countries.

Recently, two separate 
requests for glasses were 
received and glasses were 
supplied. 

The first was from a local 
pastor and his volunteers 
who makes several trips to 
Africa to help individuals 
through empowerment pro-
grams. Much of the work of 
individuals involve reading 
assignments through cours-
es. Reading is a problem 
for many because they do 
not have corrective glasses 
to be able to read the ref-
erence books. Accordingly, 

we supply several hundred 
prescription glasses each 
year for individuals to take 
to Africa and distribute to 
those who need them.

Another example of a 
partnership is with one of 
our sources that we recy-
cle eyeglasses with gold 
content. Today, few glass-
es contain gold, but when 
we receive glasses that are 
gold-plated, gold-filled, or 
otherwise have some gold 
content, we send this to a 
company that recycles the 
gold and sends us reim-
bursement for that value. 
This income helps us with 
the many expenses to run 
our recycling and mission 
programs. The company 
we work with in gold re-
cycling works with several 
nonprofits, and we pro-

vided reading glasses that 
were shipped to a Native 
American Reservation in 
South Dakota.

Club Spotlight: Elkhart Lions

I chose to spotlight Elkhart 
Lions because PDG Brian 
Thomas supplied me with 
a copy of the Lions Tales, 
a free publication of the 
Elkhart Lions Club, Vol. 99 
December 2024. Thirty-five 
pages of printed news in 
your hands.

Headline: “100 Years of 
Lionism: Striving to be the 
global leader in communi-
ty and humanitarian Ser-
vice.” The publication is 
their “flagship” fund raising 

project. The adds support 
the clubs service projects 
throughout the year. A re-
markable publication. Job 
well done.

Elkhart Lions Club, was 
organized in December 
1923, and the charter was 
delivered on April 17, 1924. 
There were 34 charter mem-
bers. The club’s membership 
low was during the Depres-
sion with only 29 members. 
They rebounded and in 1955 
placed a “cap” on member-

ship at 175. Currently the 
club roster stands at 45.

They have hosted the In-
diana state Lions convention 
four different times. For me, 
the first time they hosted 
is the most remarkable, in 
1941. The keynote speaker 
was none other than Admiral 
Byrd. What a story he must 
have shared.

They have sponsored five 
new Lions clubs: Ligonier, 
Wakarusa, Dunlap, Grang-
er, and Simonton Lake. 

As for service projects, it 
appears that Elkhart Lions 
exemplifies the statement, 
“Where there’s a need, 
there’s a Lion.” Everything 
from Girl Scouts, War Me-
morials, nursing scholar-
ships, Red Cross assistance, 
tornado assistance, leader 
dogs, and eyeglass mission 
trips. Truly a rich history of 
SERVICE and one that lives 
on with this very active club.
