Whereas travel to the Lions International Convention incurs significant expense;

And as LCI and MD”A” provide $500.00 (Five Hundred) dollars to assist the Governor Elect in covering air transport for the spouse of same, District A3 will on a yearly basis budget $500 (Five Hundred) dollars to assist the Governor Elect in air fare for the spouse of that person. This shall be in a separate account and accumulate on an annual basis.

The Governor Elect will access this fund on an as needs basis when necessary. This request will be presented by the Governor Elect at the District A3 Cabinet meeting prior to the International Convention of that year.

The above is deemed necessary as funds provided by LCI and MD”A” in most cases do not cover expenses.
