Friday, April 13, 2012

The convention was opened by PDG Dave Hansen followed by the parade of banners from all the A3
Clubs in attendance.

The special guests this year were introduced: PID Lion Dr. Patti Hill and her husband Lion Greg Holmes
from Edmonton Alberta.
