Imagine Lion Bruce’s surprise when he returned to Hotel Dieu
Hospital for a check-up with Dr. Bona to see a mural on the wall of the sixth floor of Hotel Dieu. Not only
that but Dr. Bona was extolling the virtues of the Lenstar Optical Measurement Device. There were no
more break downs!

Lo and Behold there it was! On the wall there was a large mural of Dr. Bona with his very special patient.
The Foundation had purchased the measurement device with money still owing and knowing that area Lions
Clubs would be in support of this worthwhile cause. The very special patient was none other than Lion Car-
ol Sparling of the Sydenham Lions Club. Indeed at this time it is vital that the Lions Clubs of District A3
assist financially the purchase of this wonderful machine.
