SPEAR PHISHING ATTACKS

Spear-Phishing Attacks have returned,
targeting the Lions of Texas...YOU.

Just in time for Christmas, the criminals
refer to our online directories and pick out
Lions club, district, and state officers’
email addresses. Then they send hundreds
of emails to Lions, like secretaries,
treasurers, and others, pretending to be a
club president, a district
governor...stating with

“Are you busy,” “can you do something
for me” to set the hook. If you respond,
e.g., the criminal asks you to purchase 4
Google gift cards of $100 each...

It looks like it is from someone you know
and trust, e.g., “Josh Smith” but did you
look at the email address next to “Josh
Smith?”

Closer examination shows:

Josh Smith <fernrodyup12@yanky.com>
You see and say, that’s not his email!

So, do you call Josh and say, “you got
hacked, Josh.”
NO, Josh has not been hacked, and you

are the target, not Josh.

Best response is just to delete the email.
If you have Outlook, you can report the
attempt with just a couple clicks.
