For the last 9 years they have invited 12-15 Wounded
Warriors and their families to a 5-day retreat at

the benefit that 5 days of Recreation Therapy can have on the Warriors and their families. I’ve had the
privilege to go on the last 4 trips to serve as a Volunteer, lately as a Host to a Wounded Warrior. It
truly is amazing to witness the joys, sense of accomplishments and new friendships that are forged as
these folks are provided the opportunity to learn something new; skiing or snowboarding at 7-Springs.

Peace Poster 101 Basics:

e The Peace Poster Contest is open to children ages 11-13 as of November 15.

e Each poster is judged on originality, artistic merit, and expression of the theme.

e Posters advance through several judging levels: local, district, multiple district, and
international.

e At the international level, judges from the art, peace, youth, education and media
communities select one grand prize winner and 23 merit award winners.

e One international grand prize winner will receive $5,000 and a trip to a a special award
ceremony at the International Convention. Each of the 23 merit award winners will
receive a cash award of $500 and a certificate of achievement.
