1. Convention 

• Learning—Grow the Good; Make Your Mark. 

• Parade—Lasted for hours; Great to march in parade (with PDG Steve and Linda 
Shipman); Standout—Mississippi All State Band was impressive with majorettes, 
silks and full band. 

• Attendees—Members from most countries outside North America were filled with 
excitement, joy and enthusiasm. 

2. Melbourne, the city 

• Knew—Water goes down commode drain counterclockwise south of equator. 

• Didn’t know—Streets—drive in left lane, driver sets on right side; Walking—left 
side for sidewalks, stairs, and escalators. 

3. Melbourne, shopping/fast food 

• Shopping—Large mall at street level and basement (with food court). Downtown 
stores resemble the types of stores one would see in New York City, or 
Baltimore. All the sneakers we would see here had stores in the city. 

• Food—Many fast-food restaurants we’re familiar with were there. One corner had 
McDonalds, Subway, Hungry Jack Burgers, Royal Stacks, Rocket Burger and 
Fries. Ben and Jerry’s and KFC were there too. In the food court, there was a 
heavy presence of Asian foods (appropriate).

B. Room key left you in room, then inserted card into a digital wall slot. That

• Plane—The plane trip across the Pacific—United Airline, Boeing 787, 514 
passengers, two aisles, 9 seats across; Wingspan, just shy of 200 feet (that’s 
almost 60 yards on a football field). 

• Travel—Car–home to Baltimore Washinton International, 124 miles (2½ hours); 
Air travel—BWI to San Franciso 2,457 miles, (5 hours 45 minutes); San Franciso 
to Melbourne, 7, 855 hours (15 hours 50 minutes).

18, 872 miles. Travel time (in motion) 46 hours 12 minutes.

Service Dog Etiquette 

DON’T 

• Stare at, take pictures of, touch or feed Service Dogs 

• Ask about the handler’s disability 

• Interfere with or impede service team’s space 

• Assume a sleeping Service Dog is off duty 

• Be offended if the handler is unable to stop and talk 

• Be offended if the handler asks you not to pet the dog 

DO 

• Address the handler ONLY 

• Ignore the Service Dog when accompanying the handler 

• Respect teams’ space 

• Give the Service Dog the right of way 

• Seek handler if the Service Dog approaches you alone 

 

I have faced a lot of the things listed in the “DON’T” category. One time I was outside our 

local lab waiting for my son, when a mother and young child approached me and the Future 

Leader Dog I was training at the time. The dog was in a down stay doing exactly what he was 

supposed to do when the mother approached and asked about the dog and if I could explain 

to her daughter, a girl about 5 or 6, what to do if she sees a Service Dog. I gladly talked to 

them for a few minutes about how to approach and to never just pet a Service Dog. Nearby, 

and elderly woman was listening to our conversation. When I explained that you should never 

just pet a Service Dog, the elderly woman walked over to us, reached down and petted my 

future Leader Dog and said, “But he’s too cute not to pet.” and walked out the door. 

Thankfully, the Mother looked at her daughter and said, “That’s what you don’t do to a 

Service Dog.”

and hope to be training a Future Leader Dog again within the next year. I have started to do 

Leader Dog Presentations again and will be at the Jefferson Community Lions Club Park for

Greetings Lions and welcome to a new Lion year! As summer heats up, many of our clubs 
are busy with a variety of service projects and fundraisers. I look forward to reading about of 
your club’s activities as we go throughout this year.  
 
You might be asking, “How does he do that?” One way is by reading this newsletter. If you 
read the newsletter regularly, you know that there are several clubs who share a club activity 
nearly every month. If your club isn’t doing that, give it a try. Your members will appreciate 
seeing their efforts highlighted in the newsletter. Another way I read about what you are doing 
is by looking at the service entries in the Lion Portal. You, too, can see these activities if you 
have set up your Lion Portal account. It’s easy to do. Just go to lionsclubs.org, click on 
“Member Login” at the top of the page, and follow the on-screen prompts.  
 
Once you are able to log in, here is how to find the listing of your club’s service activities. 
From the “Home” page, click on “My Club.” Look for a link that reads, “Club Service Activities” 
and click on that link. That should bring up the list of your club’s service activities. I 
recommend you click on “View All” at the bottom of the listing to get an expanded view of the 
listing. If previous year’s activities are at the top of the list, click on “Start Date” to reverse the 
order so that the most recent activities appear first.  
 
Would you like to see what other clubs are doing? Start by going back to the “Home” page. 
Click on the box labeled, “My CA.” Now look for the link that reads, “Clubs & Officers” and 
click that link.That should bring up two blue boxes. Click on the one that reads, “Explore 
Clubs. You should now see a white window with a drop-down menu bar that has the word 
“None” written in it. Click on the arrow at the right side of the bar. Click on the word “District” if 
you want to see all of the Lions clubs in District 14-C; click on Multiple District if you want to 
see all of the Lions clubs in Pennsylvania; or click on “Constitutional Area” if you want to see 
all of the clubs in the United States and its Affiliates. Now you can click on the “Next” box, 
and you will see a list of Lions Clubs. Click the circle beside the name of the club you want to 
see, and then click the “Next” box. The “Club Details” page for the club you chose should 
come up. To find that club’s service projects, click on “Club Service Activities,” and you will 
see the same type of listing you saw for your club. 
 
There’s lots more to explore on the Lion Portal. I encourage all of you to set up your account 
and look at everything the portal has to offer, including links to training opportunities and the 
Lion Store. 
 
As we begin this Lion year, I want to thank every Lion in District 14-C for their dedication to 
service and the many, many hours of work each of you devotes to making your communities 
a better place to live. It’s all of you, working together, that give meaning to our motto, “WE
