PIP Wroblewski and the PA International 
Family also requested and were granted approval by the Council of Governors to hold a special 
election to determine the Multiple District's officially endorsed candidate for the office of 
International Director. 
 
Each member of the 2024-2025 PA State Council of Lions Clubs Council of Governors is 
respectfully requested to include notice of the MD's intent to run a candidate for the office of 
International Director in their district newsletter, on the district website and through other 
correspondence with clubs and Past District Governors within their district. 
 
The House of Delegates session will convene at 1:00 p.m. on Saturday, February 1, 2025, as part 
of the third 2024- 2025 State Council meeting at the Red Lion Hotel, 4751 Lindie Road, 
Harrisburg, PA. 
 
The special election will be held Saturday, May 3, 2025, as part of the fourth 2024-2025 State 
Council meetings at the

Any MD-14 Lion in good standing in a club in good standing with Lions Clubs International, 

Multiple District 14 and their sub-district is eligible to be a candidate for the office of International 

Director. 
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In accordance with Lions Clubs International Bylaws Article II Section 3, paragraphs a,b,c and 

Multiple District 14 Bylaws Article 7, Sections 1-6 and the MD-14 House of Delegates Procedure: 

Revised 7-11-2024. 

Lions interested in being considered as a candidate for the office of International Director must 

prepare a Letter of Intent and Lions resume in printed form and present those documents to 

his/her clubs Board of Directors for the purpose of receiving the clubs official endorsement. 

Likewise, all interested candidates are asked to submit a Letter of Intent and Lions resume to the 

PA State Council of Lions Clubs office, 949 East Park Drive, Harrisburg, PA 17111 prior to 

October 1, 2024. 

After receiving the club's endorsement, those documents must be forwarded to the candidate's 

District Governor for approval by the sub-district's delegates at a special election called for the 

purpose of providing the sub-district's endorsement of the candidate. 

The letters of endorsement from both the club and sub-district must be dated and signed by the 

appropriate club and sub-district officers and presented in written form to the State Office, Attn: 

State Administrator by October 13, 2024.

How to Walk a Human – A Dogs Guide

If you have a one-page 

flyer, that would be a better submission.

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The A B C’s of LCIF

Since Hurricane Debbie is fresh on everyone’s mind, we’ll discuss Emergency Disaster 

Relief. 

When natural disasters strike, Lions are among the first to offer help. With a disaster 

grant, they can do even more for communities devastated by hurricanes, floods, fires 

and other major events. As a foundation, we are proud to offer a variety of grant 

options to support various stages of disaster relief operations. There are actually 4 

different and specific grants under the Disaster Relief umbrella. Each having their own 

criteria for application, but we’ll discuss “Emergency Grants.” 

 

1. Emergency Grants 

a. Emergency Grants aid districts with “immediate” needs in providing 

immediate relief aid to disaster victims. (IE: purchase and distribution of basic 

necessities, such as food, water, clothing, blankets, first-aid items, and cleaning 

supplies ) Grants available in amounts of US$5,000 – US$10,000 and District 

Governors must apply within 30 days of the disaster’s occurrence (clubs may 

not apply). At least 100 people need to be impacted and/or displaced by the 

disaster and the Funds must be spent within 30 days of receipt. 
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If you were not aware, many communities in Pennsylvania suffered catastrophic flood 

damage from Tropical Storm Debby. Some of the worst hit were multiple locations in Tioga, 

Potter, and Lycoming counties. The Trout Run, Hepburnville, and Westfield areas have been 

particularly hard hit. All of these are in District 14-G. Since 10 August, PDG Jim Wilbur and 

PDG Jim Cawley have been leading Lions relief efforts and distributing needed supplies in 

these areas. An emergency $10,000 grant has been approved by the Lions Club International 

Foundation. They are also utilizing funds from the District 14-G Disaster Account. 

I’m quite sure that both Community Recovery Grants and Major Catastrophe Grants will be 

considered as well if they aren’t already. 

At this time, folks in the Northern Tier of PA are in dire need of various supplies for cleanup 

and recovery.If your Club would like to get involved. Please email me for a list of needs. 

Emergency donations of either funding, supplies, or manpower are being requested. This will 

enable District 14G to keep serving our fellow citizens, many of whom have had their homes 

wiped out, and their lives turned upside down. To donate supplies, or if you have questions, 

contact Disaster Chair PDG Jim Wilbur at (607) 738-6969;donations mailed to District 

Treasurer Beth Cooley, 527 S. Washington St., Muncy, PA 17756. 

If you prefer to donate through LCIF, checks should be made out to “LCIF” in whatever 

amount you wish to donate. In the memo line write only “Disaster Relief.” DO NOT write 

District 14G as this will actually complicate things and could easily delay your donation.

Also, as a side bar, the thought-provoking essay written by Yetka Demirtas, a 12 
year old from Turkey who won this past year’s Peace Essay Contest is available to read on 
our LCI website. Yetka titled it, “Drawers of My Mind.” In his essay, he speaks of opening the 
drawers of his mind and shares what he finds. In one of the drawers, he finds a notebook 
given to him by his father containing encouraging words sharing with him that he can do it, 
not to be afraid. Yetka concludes his essay by proclaiming that it is time for him to continue 
to dare to dream without letting anyone stop him. He says “My journey is full of hope. It is 
ETERNAL.” You will be in awe when you read his entire essay.  
Getting back to the Peace Poster Contest, don’t just talk about it, put your words into action 
as Yetka did in his essay by offering children in your locale the opportunity to move forward 
and create wonderful posters to share their vision of world peace through your sponsorship.

If you haven't noticed already, I am a goal-oriented person, and I find is useful to set goals 

that are specific, measurable, achievable, realistic and time-sensitive. As a leader, detailing 

an action plan that provides details on how the goal will be achieved helps me keep track of 

my progress, remind me what needs to be done and who is responsible to do each task. As 

has been said, a goal without a plan is just a dream. 

District Governor Galen, along with the Global Action Team, has set broad goals for District 

14-C to achieve this year. In the area of service, there are two goals. The first is for 95% or 

more of our club to report their club's activities to Lions International using the Lion Portal. 

The second goal is to engage all of our Lions clubs and club members an environment-

related service project this Fall or Spring, a childhood cancer-related project this Winter, and 

a diabetes related project this Spring. Individual clubs could plan projects to achieve this goal, 

but ideally the projects will be done on a zone-wide, county-wide or district-wide basis. 

To achieve the Environment goal, District 14-C is again promoting tree plantings sponsored 

by Alliance for the Chesapeake Bay. You can read information about their Fall tree -plantings 

elsewhere in this newsletter. So what are some possibilities for childhood cancer and 

diabetes? Do we plan our own events, or could we partner with other organizations? Do we 

want to "go it alone," or do we want to coordinate with other organizations? 

When it comes to childhood cancer, it seems like we could easily work with other 

organizations that share this focus. The PA Lions already have a partnership established with 

Four-Diamonds Fund at Hershey Medical center called PA LIons - Care for the Kids. Perhaps 

a multi-club fundraiser, such as a bingo night or silent auction, could be held with proceeds 

donated to Care for the Kids. Another round of Jared Boxes is another possibility.  Clubs 

could coordinate the purchase or donation of needed items and they get tougher to fill the 

boxes. The Magic Yarn Project is dedicated to making homespun yarn wigs for little cancer 

fighters. The wigs are styled to look like the hair of fantasy and super-hero characters. 

As for diabetes, Lions International has a ready-to-go program called, Strides for Diabetes 

Awareness. The program has a planning kit and helpful resources to successfully execute a 

Strides event. There is a lot of flexibility in what a Strides event might look like. The planning 

guide gives plenty of ideas. Use one of their ideas, or use your creativity to create a unique 

event.  

So let's get to work and see what we can do! I look forward to learning about what we come
