Did you Ever Wonder Why?

Has this ever happened to you? You write a check payable to someone, say it’s your Electric
Company and then intentionally mail it to someone else, say to your Gas Company, and expect
your Electric Company to credit your account? No, | didn’t think so. How about this? Did you
ever write a check to something or someone who obviously could not cash the check because
it wasn’t a legal entity or it wasn’t the correct legal entity? For example, write the check to
“Haircut” instead of “George’s Barber Shop?” No, of course you wouldn’t do that, that’s
ridiculous.

Yet, guess what? Every few months, the District receives checks that are made payable to
other organizations or causes/projects that cannot be deposited into the District's bank
accounts. The District has two bank accounts: one for Administrative purposes and one for
Charitable Activities. Both accounts are in the name of “Lions International District 14-C,”
which is how the bank would most like to receive checks made payable to us. They will also
accept “LCI District 14-C” (as indicated on page 12 in the District Directory) and “Lions
District 14-C “without too much of an issue.




So, perhaps this doesn’t affect you, but if you mail or hand-deliver checks to the District
Governor or Treasurer that are not payable to the District, as indicated in the preceding
paragraph, please stop. Checks made payable directly to other organizations, for example
“‘LCIF” or “Beacon Lodge” should be mailed directly to those organization and NOT to the
District. Likewise, checks made payable to causes or projects should be corrected to one of
the acceptable payees cited in the above paragraph, with a notation on the check’s “memo”
line (or an attached document) specifying the nature of the receipt. Do not write District checks
payable to the “District Governor’s Project Fund,” or even to his personal name. Yes, that really
happens all the time!

So, beginning in 2025, any checks presented to the District Governor or Treasurer that are not
made payable to “Lions International District 14-C,” “LCI District 14-C,’or “Lions District
14-C “will be returned to the sender. Just a further note, if you are mailing checks to other
organizations, i.e., LCIF, Beacon Lodge, PA State Council of Lions Clubs, etc., please be sure
to use the proper submittal documents found on their websites.

Paws for Thought

Lions Newsletter. | thought this article was astonishing and | wanted to share it with all of you.

Navigating Life After A Hurricane GUIDE DOG CLIENT STORY - LION WALKER J. AND
LEADER DOG LOKI

“Going to get vulnerable here for a moment. This morning, | had the most TERRIFYING
experience of my life! My son, Riley, had to return to school after two weeks of no school
courtesy of the hurricane. Because of that, | was notified yesterday that his bus can only pick
him up at the end of our street because of all the debris and power lines down. Which means
he has to walk there. However, it's a very long road and I'm not going to let my son walk that
far in the dark by himself at 6:00 a.m. So, | decided that | would go with him with Leader Dog
Loki guiding me.




Loki and | have been practicing night walks for a while now, so | figured we could do this
despite all the debris. As we began our walk to Riley's bus stop, things were fine at first—felt
like any other night walk. But as we got further down the road, that's when things got scary.
The amount of debris began to become worse and worse, and it got so bad that | could feel
Loki pulling me to the middle of the road for long periods of time. This could only mean that
there was a lot of stuff he was having to take me around. At this exact time, there were no
more streetlights to give me any indication of where we were because they had fallen. So,
while Loki could see, it was completely black for me. | was completely and totally blind.
Finally, we reached the end of the street. | could hear Riley's bus and then | heard Riley yell
"Bye, Dad. Love you!" So, | knew he got on the bus. Now it was time to walk back, but this
time on the other side of the road. This is when | lost it.

We're walking and Loki is pulling me around even more stuff and | have no clue what it is. All
| could think about is what if we get hurt? What if he makes a mistake and | get stabbed by a
sharp branch or worse? | started hyperventilating and | couldn't stop. Loki's a fast walker,
which didn't help my nerves either. As we continued forward, my heart was pounding out of
my chest. All of a sudden, | yelled out "Loki stop!" and | completely froze for about a minute.
There we were, standing in the dark right there in the middle of the road, and | couldn't move.
| had never been so scared in my entire life.

Eventually | decided we couldn't stay there forever, so | knelt down and told Loki "I'm going to
give you everything | have right now. We can do this. Take us home." So, we marched on.
He's pulling me left and right. It felt like we were walking through an obstacle course. Not a
single clue as what any of these obstacles were, but | trusted him with my whole heart and
kept reminding myself that he can see things that | can’t. After what felt like an eternity, we
finally arrived at my doorstep. | broke down in tears. | fell down to the ground and held him
and thanked him over and over again. | have never been so scared and so amazed in my life.
I've seen Loki do the most amazing things, and | still couldn’t believe he got me home.

It's moments like this where | really see just how smart and well trained he is. It's moments
like this where | really see his loyalty to me. It blows my mind. This dog doesn’t owe me a
damn thing. He didn’t ask to be a guide dog. He didn’t ask to be given to me. But this is what
he is meant to do and he’s damn good at it, despite some of our hiccups along the way. After
seven months working alongside him, this is the most trust I've ever had to put into him and it
paid off.

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Detecting Eye Issues Early

Lions KidSight USA screenings are totally free to the
schools, parents and organizations at which the screenings
are performed. Simple “pass” or “refer” results are instantly
available and shared with the parents and agency at which g
the screenings are performed. Since screening is just a tool
with which children are identified as needing to have a '
professional eye exam, follow up with the family to see if
any assistance in obtaining an appointment with an eye
care professional is needed.

The Importance of Children’s Vision

According to educational experts, 80% of learning is visual. If children can’t see well, they will
have more difficulty learning. One of the primary threats to young children’s vision has always
been ‘lazy eye’ - a layperson’s term for Amblyopia.

Amblyopia and its related issues need to be detected by age 6 to have the best chance of
being corrected through proven therapeutic approaches, such as short-term patching,
prescription eyeglasses, or, possibly surgery. To put the size of the challenge in some
context, up to 5% of all children will have some degree of amblyopia, and up to 30% of all
young people will eventually develop poor vision that will require prescription eyewear.

The Challenge is Increasing

With the transition to more and more ‘remote’ learning on tiny screens - and a decrease in
outdoor playtime - there is mounting evidence that children at younger and younger ages are
developing myopia and other vision challenges.

Unfortunately, our nation’s correctional facilities and places for those having trouble with
learning and social behavior are over-populated with people who have fairly significant vision
or hearing impairment.

We can’t draw precise correlations of course, but it’s clear that healthy vision can at least give
a person a head-start and future resilience.

Fact is, 1-in-3 young children naturally have poor but correctable vision - often just needing
eyeglasses. Seems to be happening at younger ages in recent years. Increased screen time
and decreasing outdoor playtime is partially to blame.

Bottom-line, children can — and should --- receive a basic, touchless, digital vision screening

as young as 6 months. It's now super easy, proven, and very effective at detecting early
vision challenges that need professional care.

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We Serve!
From the desk of PDG Dennis Cope, Global Service Team (GST) Coordinator

We SERVE! It's an elegantly simple way to summarize what Lions do and what is at the heart
of Lionism. Service, however, requires time, effort, sacrifice and leadership, whether through
hands-on projects to assists individuals in one’s community or through fundraising to provide
financial resources needed to carry on a club’s service. The “payoff” of that service is the self-
satisfaction and pride one feels knowing that people in need have benefitted from one’s work.

I was reminded of that satisfaction and pride during this holiday season as | participated in a
new service project with my Lions club. In September, we had a guest speaker talk to our
club about a program that provides overnight housing and breakfast for up to 30 people
experiencing homelessness from November through March. The program is heavily
dependent on volunteers to either spend the night at the shelter to provide assistance, if
needed, or prepare breakfast for the guests in the morning.

A few weeks after the presentation, our club was contacted by the presenter and asked if we
would consider providing breakfast during the last two weeks of December. She said groups
had volunteered to provide breakfast for all of the other two-week periods from November
through March except that one, which is understandable since it included Christmas.
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Should we or shouldn’t we accept this responsibility? That’s the question our Club President
asked of our members. To make a decision, we needed to know just how much time, effort,
sacrifice and leadership would be needed. This is a must for clubs to consider before they
take on a new service project or fundraiser.

For this project, the time commitment was 12 mornings, approximately 2.5-3 hours each
morning, 3-4 volunteers each morning, and additional time by one or more members for
planning and shopping. The effort included developing menus and shopping lists, estimating
the cost of the project, preparing food, setting up the room and clean-up after each meal. As
far as sacrifice, the meals had to be ready by 7:00 each morning, which meant volunteers
needed to arrive by 6:00, including Christmas Day.

No project will succeed without an individual or small group of members who are excited and
enthusiastic enough about the project to take on the leadership responsibilities. In this case,
the leaders were the members who came up with menu ideas, did the cost analysis, recruited
volunteers to work each morning and/or prepare food at home, made up shopping lists,
purchased food and supplies, delivered those items to the site and provided direction each
morning to volunteers.

Ultimately, our club agreed to accept the challenge that was offered to us, and the project
proved to be very rewarding and humbling for those who participated. We served 20-25
guests each day. The guests included adults, teens, and younger children. It was gratifying to
know they walked away well fed and heart-breaking to learn the struggles these folks were
going through in regard to housing, finances, work and family relationships. For those two
weeks, however, we knew we made a difference in the lives of these people, who were quick
to express their appreciation and gratitude for a hot meal to start their day.

Despite the hustle and bustle of the holiday season, the time, effort, sacrifice and leadership

that went into this project was extremely gratifying and satisfying. It made this holiday season
extra special for each of the members who participated, and | have a feeling it's a project we

will continue in the years ahead.

| challenge every member reading this article to find a service opportunity that excites you to
the point that you would take on a leadership role, and then challenge your club to support
you and join you in pursuing the project. The rewards will be well worth the time, effort,
sacrifice and leadership you and your fellow club members put into it.
