6. Send a notice to all members of the Club that the DG will be
making his/her official visit. Be sure to give them the date
and request that as many as possible attend.

7. Be proud of your Club and tell the DG of your activities.

Historical Note: From 1921-22 to 1937-38, there was only one DG for the state
of New York. In 1938-39, there were five DGs (N, Y, S, L, A). In 1949-50,
there were eight DGs (N, E, W, Y, O, R, K, S).
