Once	youve	downloaded	and	printed	the	printable	fortune	teller	or	chatterbox	printable	on	a	sheet	of	paper,	trim	off	the	extra	paper	of	the	free	printable	template	on	the	dotted	line.	You	want	a	perfect	square.	I	like	to	use	a	paper	trimmer,	but	scissors	are	perfectly	fine!	At	this	point,	if	you	are	using	the	cootie	catcher	blank	template,	fill	in	the	images,
your	own	messages,	or	color	in	the	corners	and	whatever	words	you	want	in	the	8	triangles.	Youll	see	me	do	this	in	the	video	(although	I	didnt	finish	writing	them	all	in!)	Fold	the	square	in	half	horizontally	to	make	a	crease	line	down	the	middle.	Then	open	up	the	paper	and	fold	the	square	in	half	vertically	to	make	a	crease	line.	Then	with	the	square
face	down,	fold	each	corner	into	the	middle	and	crease	the	edge	by	running	your	finger	over	it.	Now	flip	the	folded	chatterbox	over	so	the	words	are	facing	up	and	again	fold	each	corner	into	the	center.	Once	all	the	corners	are	in,	flip	the	cootie	catcher	back	over	so	the	images	are	showing.	Now	fold	it	in	half	to	crease	the	middle	lines.	Now	stick	your
thumb	and	index	finger	of	each	hand	in	the	flaps	and	push	the	corners	to	the	middle.	Now	your	cootie	catcher	is	all	ready	to	use!	There	are	a	few	different	ways	to	play	the	cootie	catcher	game.	The	most	common	way	to	play	the	fun	paper	game	is	for	the	player	to	pick	one	of	the	images	or	colors	on	the	outside	of	the	cootie	catcher.	Then	the	person
who	is	holding	the	chatterbox	will	move	their	fingers	in	and	out	so	the	numbers	on	the	inside	switch	back	and	forth.
