Which	month	you	were	born	on	doesn’t	matter	in	that	sense.	However,	an	additional	piece	of	information	regarding	this	that	doesn’t	get	talked	about	as	much	is	that,	depending	on	the	person,
they	might	actually	calculate	their	age	based	on	the	Lunar	calendar	instead	of	the	Western	New	Year.
