The	perfect	de	indicativo	is	used	for	present	actions	and	facts,	and	is	equivalent	to	the	simple	present	in	English.	It	uses	the	following	conjugations:

Take	Note:	Although	they	may	sound	the	same,	coser	and	cocer	are	not	synonymous.	In	Spanish,	"cocer"	refers	to	cooking	and	preparing	food,	while	coser	means	"to	sew".	The	Spanish	verb	"deber"	has
multiple	meanings	depending	on	the	context	in	which	it's	used.	It	can	mean	"must"	when	talking	about	obligations	or	speculations,	but	also	translates	to	"to	owe"	if	referring	to	debt.	Additionally,	when	working	with	the	impersonal	pronoun	"se",	"deber"	means	"to	be	due	to".	Depender	is	a	verb	that	translates	to	"to	depend"	or	"to	rely	on",	and	it's	used
to	express	choices,	responsibilities,	or	the	idea	that	someone	or	something	relies	on	another	person	or	object.	This	verb	always	works	with	the	preposition	de.	Another	verb,	esconder,	means	"to	hide"	or	"to	conceal".	Depending	on	the	context,	"lamer"	can	mean	"to	lick",	while	"meter"	has	three	primary	uses:	putting	something	inside	a	place,	getting
involved	in	a	situation,	or	talking	about	a	person's	new	job.	In	formal	contexts,	prometer	can	also	mean	"to	be	promising".	On	the	other	hand,	responder	means	"to	answer"	or	"to	reply".	To	respond	messages,	Alicia	always	answers	them.	The	Spanish	word	romper	means	“to	break”	and	is	often	used	for	breaking	objects	like	a	cup	or	bone,	but	also	to
end	relationships.	When	you	use	it	with	object	pronouns,	it	can	mean	breaking	something.	For	example:	Me	rompí	la	nariz	jugando	fútbol,	meaning	I	broke	my	nose	playing	soccer.	Another	common	verb	is	suspender	which	means	either	“to	cancel”	or	“to	suspend”.	In	an	academic	setting,	a	student	may	not	attend	school	for	some	time	due	to	this	verb.
When	you	have	the	flu,	you	will	often	use	the	word	toser	to	describe	your	coughing	fit.	The	Spanish	baby	will	be	talking	about	how	they	coughed	all	night.	Some	people	dislike	when	other	people	cough	without	covering	their	mouths.	Vender	is	another	common	verb	meaning	“to	sell”	which	can	also	be	used	in	a	colloquial	sense.	It	means	exchanging
something	for	money	or	even	betraying	someone	for	money.	If	you	want	to	buy	some	products,	do	you	vender	any	beauty	items?	In	this	case	the	tickets	have	already	been	sold	out.	The	Spanish	verbs	are	divided	into	several	categories,	each	with	its	own	unique	meaning	and	usage.	1.-	to	show	up	or	turn	up	2.-	to	fit:	caber	3.-	to	fall/collapse:	caer	4.-	to
boil/cook:	cocer	5.-	to	take/catch:	coger	6.-	to	know/meet	:	conocer	7.-	to	convince:	convencer	To	attend	your	mom's	party,	you	need	to	ask	her	permission	first.
