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According to the United States Bureau of Labor Statistics, demand for cosmetologists is projected to grow by approximately 20 percent from 2008 until 2018. Cosmetologists work within the beauty industry to provide services such as haircuts, hair styling, perms and hair color. Additionally, many cosmetologists are trained in esthetics, which involves
manicures, pedicures, makeup application, facials, and waxing. Cosmetology license renewals in the state of Illinois can be made through the Division of Professional Regulation, either online or in the mail. Expiration DateAccording to the Illinois Joint Committee on Administrative Rules, section 1175.425, cosmetology licenses will expire every two
years (the odd-numbered years) on September 30. Licenses for cosmetology teachers and schools expire on even-numbered years. Licenses may be renewed by the license holder in the month prior to expiration. Continuing Education RequirementsIllinois’ Administrative Code, section 1175.425 requires that cosmetologists complete at least 14 hours
of continuing education within the two years prior to each renewal in order to renew cosmetology licenses. Continuing education must be completed with a registered sponsor, and renewal applicants must certify completion of the hours on renewal applications. According to Modern Salon Learning, 50 percent of continuing education hours may be
completed with online courses. The Division of Professional Regulation may perform a random audit and require applicants to provide evidence of completion such as a certificate of completion. Exceptions to this rule include applicants who are 62 years old or older, applicants who have been licensed for a minimum of 25 years, and applicants
renewing the license for the first time. Obtaining and Submitting an ApplicationApplications may be obtained and printed online to mail to the Division of Professional Regulation. Applications may also be completed online and paid for using a credit card. If the applicant must change the name or address on his or her license, the application must be
completed and mailed to the Division. Application Information/FeesRenewal applications require the cosmetology license numbers and the applicant’s date of birth, Social Security number, or personal identification number. Verify that all information on the renewal application is correct and answer all questions. The cost to renew a cosmetology
license in the State of Illinois is $50. The fee is nonrefundable. For applicants paying online using a credit card, there is an additional fee ranging from $1.50 to $10.00 to cover credit card processing fees. Every licensed cosmetology
professional must complete a continuing education course in alternating years. This is true whether you are a cosmetologist, nail technician, facial specialist, full specialist, hair braider, hair wrapper, or body wrapper. Failure to complete your continuing education prior to the end of your renewal cycle may result in your license becoming inactive
such that you are not permitted to work. The renewal deadline is October 31st every two years. You may verify your specific deadline to complete the class here. If you are a cosmetologist, nail technician, facial specialist, or full specialist: Take either the 10-hour Continuing Education Course here or the 16-hour Continuing Education Course here.

To learn more about these requirements Ohio cosmetology license requirements, and the state examination that needs to be passed before a license can be obtained, please read the information below. What Are the Education
Requirements for the Ohio Cosmetology License? To acquire your Ohio Cosmetology License, you will need at least 1500 hours of training at an accredited school. Once applicants have completed this education, they can apply for the Ohio cosmetology state exam. Once you have applied for an Ohio cosmetology license, you can check its status and
verify another license through the Ohio state board of cosmetology license lookup. This information from the Ohio state board of cosmetology is all considered the public record. What Can You Tell Me About the Examination for the Ohio Cosmetology License? Before Ohio Cosmetology License applicants can sit the exam, they need to submit their
application to the Ohio State Board of Cosmetology. If the application is accepted, an examination date will be scheduled by the state of Ohio. Examination dates are usually scheduled within three to five weeks from the receipt or approval of the application. Applicants will receive a confirmation and the official date of the exam via email. If an
applicant has a question about the examination date or the exam itself, the applicant can contact the Ohio State Board of Cosmetology by calling (614)-466-3834. You can prepare for the exam through several Ohio state board of cosmetology practice tests that can be found online. What Happens If I Miss the Examination Because of Unforeseen
Circumstances? Applicants who miss their exam and do not attend may be required to pay a no-show fee. However, this fee only applies to applicants who have not notified the Ohio State Board of Cosmetology 24 hours before the examination takes place. If you fail to attend your original examination, applicants will have to pay a rescheduling fee to
take the exam. If you have not notified the State Board of Cosmetology Ohio 24 hours before the examination, then you will be required to pay an extra charge depending on the examinations you are taking. For practical, applicants will be required to pay an extra $80. For advanced examinations, the cost also amounts to $40. Please note that
examination cancellations will not be accepted over the phone or by a voice message. A cancellation can only be made in person or by an official written statement by the applicant. How to file a
complaint Ohio state board of cosmetology? First and foremost, you will need this complaint form right here. One can file a complaint at the Ohio state board of cosmetology under the following circumstances which are witnessed in a salon, tanning facility or cosmetology schools: 1. Unlicensed Individual 2. Unlicensed Salon 3. Unlicensed Facility or
School 4. An uncertified person is performing or providing services that of a licensed aesthetician, natural hair stylist, manicurist, cosmetologist and others. 5. Sanitary issues within a salon, tanning facility or cosmetology school However, you must only formally file a complaint at the cosmetology state board Ohio after you have evaluated the
situation at hand and how you feel about it. Ask yourself these questions: Is this service related (poor haircut or coloring)? If it is, The Ohio cosmetology state board does NOT have jurisdiction to enforce sanctions on service-related complaints. It is under the advice of the Better Business Bureau (BBB). Are you willing to provide your contact details?
Please remember that all complaints received by the state board of cosmetology Ohio are subject to public records law. Did you try to speak with the manager of the establishment to resolve the issue? If you bring this issue to their attention, perhaps they can solve it without intervention from the Ohio state board cosmetology. How Does the Exam for
the Ohio Cosmetology License Work? At the start of the examination, you will be assigned to a workstation. Each examinee has their workstation; this is to prevent cheating from occurring during the test. Subsequently, communication with other examinees during the exam is strictly forbidden. There are other rules and regulations that apply to the
cosmetology license examination. Firstly, examinees are not allowed to bring any written material into the examination room. However, examinees can have written material that is provided by the board or the examiners. The examinee must also leave any pagers, cell phones, or any other mobile devices out of the examination room. If you have no
place to put these devices, they should be given to the exam officials before you sit at your workstation. If you break or violate any of the rules laid out by the Ohio State Board of Cosmetology during the examination, you will be dismissed from the examination room and you will automatically fail the exam. Depending on the severity of the violation,
you could be prohibited from taken the exam again in the future. To prepare adequately for the exam, applicants can find cosmetology practice and theory testing information packets on the website of the Ohio State Board of Cosmetology. Please make sure you read through these packages before the start of your exam to ensure you are properly
prepared. By reading the information packages, you also increase the chances of passing your exam. Do I Have to Renew My Ohio Cosmetology License After Obtaining It? Cosmetologists who hold an Ohio Cosmetology License are required to renew their license every two years at the board of cosmetology Ohio state. Each license expires on the 31st
of every odd-numbered year. Therefore, license holders should look to renew their license at least thirty days before their license is set to expire. Failing to pay the fee for your renewed license can cause your license to become lapsed; this usually happens when a license holder fails to pay the fee for two consecutive license terms (four years).
Renewing your license from a lapsed status is more difficult than renewing your Ohio cosmetology license in general. Firstly, you must pay all the outstanding and current licensing fees. In addition to that, you must also complete all the CE units of all the years your license has lapsed. CE is an abbreviation that stands for continuing education, which
is required to renew your license. Continuing education can be obtained from course providers that have been approved by the Ohio State Board of Cosmetology. Therefore, license holders must provide a certificate of completion with their application. Please note that four of the required continuing education hours must relate to infection control and
client safety. If these hours are missing, then your license cannot be renewed. To ensure you meet all the requirements for continuing education on your license, it is advised to check the list of approved CE classes on the website of the Ohio State Board of Cosmetology. Please note that there are different CE courses for different professions.
Therefore, the CE courses for barbers and hairdressers will be different than the CE courses needed for cosmetologists. Where Can I Renew My Ohio Cosmetology License? For those who need to have their Ohio Cosmetology License Renewal, the Ohio Cosmetology License can be renewed on the website of the Ohio State Board of Cosmetology. To
renew your license, simply click on the link provided on the appropriate page and follow the instructions on the screen. Please note that computer and internet access is required to renew your license. If you do not own an email account, the website can provide you with instructions on how to create a free email account which you can use to renew
your license. What is an Escrow License? Section 4713.61 of the cosmetology Ohio state board Revised Code allows them to classify a license as “Inactive” for those who are not currently practicing in the field of cosmetology, but who desire to do so in the future. An Inactive license is also called an escrow license in the Ohio state board of
cosmetology. How long can a license be kept in escrow? According to the Ohio board of cosmetology, one may keep their license in escrow indefinitely as long as you continue to pay the renewal fee each renewal period. What is an independent Contractor License? As written on the Ohio state board of official cosmetology website, continuing
education is required from all the ohio cosmetology board licensees who wish to keep their license active when they renew. The two exceptions to the continuing education requirement are those with an application stating they are renewing their first cosmetology license and those who are at 65 years of age, on or before the expiration date of the
Ohio cosmetology license renewal period. The first thing you must know is if your license or registration is “Delinquent” or is “Null and Void.” There is quite a difference. If you have missed two renewal deadlines, your license or registration is “null and void”. If you have not missed two renewal
deadlines it is considered “delinquent”. This status will determine which requirements you need to complete and what fees you need to pay. If you are unsure of the status of your license or registration, you can check the State’s verification page. Next to your name, you will see one of the below statuses: Status #1 Current, Active 10/31/2024 or
10/31/2025 The date is when the license needs to next be renewed, or should have been renewed. Above is an example of a clear, current, or active license. Below is an example of a license or registration which is delinquent. Once you get your license or registration back in good standing, it will say “Current, Active.” Status #2 Delinquent, Active
10/31/2022 or 10/31/2023 A delinquent status means one renewal deadline has passed without being renewed. This simply means you need to renew your expired cosmetology license (hair, nail, or facial). If you missed the October 2022 renewal for Group 2 or the October 2023 renewal for Group 1, you likely will see this status. If you missed the 2022
or 2023 renewal deadline, simply complete the required 10-hours Florida-approved cosmetology continuing education and pay your renewal fees. Group 1: 10/31/ODD Year Renewals Group 2: 10/31/EVEN Year Renewals Status #3 Null and Void 10/31/2021 (or earlier) A
null and void status happens after more than two missed renewal deadlines. The date shown is the last time the license or registration was renewed. A null and void license or registration cannot be reinstated unless the applicant demonstrates that he or she failed to renew due to an illness or economic hardship. The application asks that you simply
explain the hardships that kept you from renewing. If this is the case, you will also need to complete a 4-hour HIV/AIDS course. If there were no hardships keeping you from renewing, you may still re-apply as long as your previous license was obtained with the current hour requirements. You are not required to retake the Florida cosmetology
examination. You will get a new license number for your fresh start. When do I
renew my license? Not everyone licensed or registered by the Board of Cosmetology renews at the same time. You belong to one of two renewal groups. All licenses and registrations issued by the Cosmetology Board need to be renewed biennially, or every two years. If you do not know which group you belong to, check your displayed license, or view
your license status online. Group 1 These licenses and registrations expire on October 31st of odd years (2025). Group 2 These licenses and registrations expire on October 31st of even years (2026). What courses are required to renew my license? All Florida licensed cosmetologists or registered specialists (Nail, Facial, and Full Specialists) are now
required to complete a minimum of 10 hours of continuing education each biennial period before renewing their license. This requirement reduction from 16 hours to 10 hours occurred in February 2020. Here are the required hours: 3 hours of Sanitation and Sterilization 1 hour of HIV/AIDS and other communicable diseases 2 hours of Florida and
Federal Laws and Rules 1 hour of Chemical Makeup related to the Hair, Skin, and Nails .5 hour of Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) regulations .5 hour of issues of Workers’ Compensation related to Florida law 1 hour of Environmental Issues 1 hour of Continuing Education Electives The electives include additional instruction in
any of the courses approved by the State of Florida for the purpose of continuing education. All of the above courses add up to 10 hours of continuing education, and are included in our 10-hour Renewal Course. Can I take the course package online? Yes! Florida allows all professions under the cosmetology board to complete all of the required
renewal courses online. There is not a hands-on/live requirement to renew a license or registration. How do I check my CE credits in Florida? First, log into your DBPR account. This is the same link you will use to pay your license renewal fee. You can view your continuing education requirements once logged in. Your account will show you how many
hours are required in each subject and how many you have completed. Note: if your license is delinquent, CE hours are applied to previous renewal cycles before the current cycle. Be sure you use the drop down menu to view the correct renewal period. For example: If you are renewing your license for 2025 (Group 1), your renewal period would be
11/01/2025 to 10/31/2025. If you are renewing your license for 2026 (Group 2), your renewal period would be 11/01/2024 to 10/31/2026. How much does it cost to renew my license? All Salon licenses expire on November 30th (11/30) of even years (2026, 2028). Can I renew my cosmetology license after it expires in Florida? Yes!
However, you need to look up your license expiration date to make sure you complete the correct course depending how long your license has been expired. Look up your license status here. Delinquent Status If you missed only one renewal deadline, your license is delinquent. To get it back to active status, simply complete this 10-hour continuing
education requirement and pay the renewal fee, including an additional late fee. If you have missed two or more renewals, your license is now null and void. Null and Void Status If you have missed more than one renewal deadline for your cosmetology board license, your license is now considered “null and void”. A null and void license requires a null
and void application. The applicant must also explain in the application that he or she failed to renew the license due to an illness or economic hardship. In addition, a null and void application requires a different course. Null and void applications require a board-approved initial 4-hour HIV/AIDS course instead of the 10-hour renewal course. Submit
the 4-hour HIV course completion certificate with your application. Are there any exemptions for continuing education or CEs? Yes! As of July 1st, 2024 a licensee is exempt from continuing education requirements if they meet the following criteria: The licensee is licensed by one of the following Department of Business and Professional Regulation
Boards: Barbers’ Board Board of Cosmetology and The licensee holds an active license. The licensee has held their license continuously for at least 10 years. No discipline has been imposed against the license. You can verify your exemption status through your My Florida License Account or on the DBPR License Verification Portal. Florida Esthetician
License Renewal In Florida, estheticians are formally licensed as facial specialists. Maybe you refer to yourself as an aesthetician or skincare specialist.
