Their	roots	blues	skew	was	intact	and	added	to	the	mix	came	their	hightech-age	trappings	that	soon	found	a	visual	outlet	with	such	tracks	as	“Sharp	Dressed	Man”	and	“Legs”	on	the	nascent	MTV.	It	was	one	of	the	record	industry’s	first	albums	to	have	been	certified

line-up	of	the	bearded	Gibbons	and	Hill	and	Beard,	who	ironically	is	clean	shaven,	remained	intact	for	more	than	50	years.
